Efforts to Make Our Streets Safer

Many of you have expressed concerns regarding the excessive speeding that occurs on Eagle Tavern Lane.  You may also be aware of a campaign a few of your neighbors have started to slow traffic and make our streets a safer place for our children, pets, pedestrians, and vehicles.  Karin Lanigan, Shelley Moore and Sharon Heffron are those neighbors, and we need your help.  Our efforts began on Oct 4, 2009, when two vehicles were totaled on Eagle Tavern Lane (ETL).   The first vehicle rounded the curve on ETL between McCampbell Cluster and Beckford Way in excess of 60 MPH and collided with the second vehicle, which was parked on the street, with such force that the vehicle was ejected over 50 feet onto the owner’s driveway.  We are thankful the drivers were not seriously injured, and that no children or pedestrians were present at the late hour of the wreck.  It easily could have been worse.  The wreck left both vehicles totaled.  We have witnessed and continue to witness drivers going around the curve at high speeds during all times of the day and night; we agreed it was time to act.  


On Oct 14, 2009, we requested action from the BOT.  The BOT concurred and sent a letter to Mike Frey's office requesting more stop signs on ETL.  Oct 28th we began a petition from impacted neighbors and received 150 signatures.  That same day our request for more stop signs was declined due to Fairfax County regulations.  A Traffic Calming Study (TCS) was then requested by the BOT on Jan 21, 2010.  On April 5th the TCS was completed and it was approved to go forward.  The TCS was requested for ETL, Wetherburn, and Stillfield Place due to similar concerns for the two additional streets.   Per Mike Coyle from Superintendent Mike Frey's office a task force was formed.  


This brings us to our current status. The task forces have been formed for each of the streets and now we move forward to our most critical stage.  The following things are crucial for success:

· Community Awareness Meeting (CAM) Monday, June 14th from 7-9 PM - Intro to proposal, questions and answers from Mike Coyle and Guy Mullinax.

· 2nd CAM where FCDOT will inform of us of the final plan from the TCS 

· NEIGHBORHOOD VOTE


The critical piece for you as residents, and concerned citizens, is the VOTE.  You will receive a ballot and a return envelope from Mike Frey's office.  Please immediately cast your VOTE, in support of safer streets, and mail it back to Mike Frey.
